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explored in Activity 2 to the mindmap. Then, ask them to draw lines
between networks, identifying how they’re related (for example, same
career field, regulate professional standards, provide career-related
training).

a Help your students log in to their Xello account. Project your screen as you
model how to navigate to the lesson using your demo student account. From
the student dashboard, click on a lesson to get started. If the lesson you want
isn’t visible, access it by selecting View all lessons below the lesson shown
or View lessons on the left of your screen.
